University libraries provide books on course reading lists, working spaces and'a wide
range of support for researcher's information needs. Many of them also host special
collections of books and archives. The use of each library's space and collections tends
to be for university members only, but many special collections are open to visitors by
appointment. If there is a book in a library that is not held by a faculty/departmental
library or the University Library, contact the library where it is located directly to ask
about possible reading or borrowing privileges.

In addition to tuition fees and living costs, other expenditure may include having to pay
for personal equipment, photocopying, study materials (paper, pens, books) and travel
costs required for study or research. What students spend on food, clothing and
transport depends on lifestyle. However, there are lots of free recreational facilities
plus loads of university-based and student-run activities that don’t cost very much.
What's more, transport is cheap or free since most students walk or cycle and there’s a
bus service that offers discounted fares to students.

The University has welcomed and taught students for hundreds of years and is tied
together by a sense of community and shared purpose. Its commitment to excellence in
education, learning and research is uncompromising. Students are offered the
opportunity to cha‘\llenge and deepen their knowledge and are given the space and the
time to broaden their intellectual horizons.

Wages from weekend or summer jobs, putting away
some of your undergraduate student loan, and any other long-term saving you can do
will really help. Many PhD students can also take advantage of studying on a part-time
basis in order to work alongside carrying out their research. It's also worthwhile talking
to your potential supervisor about funding early on. Many academics have access to
funds from multiple sources that can be used to provide a grant for the right candidate.

Online study provides a flexible approach to postgraduate education, enabling you to
develop your career without interrupting it. In a world where we only seem to get
busier and career progression is only one of our many concerns, online study answers
the need for business professionals to develop new skills without taking a pause. Online
study provides the ultimate flexibility to determine not just when you study, but what
you study, meaning you can adjust your programme to meet your needs and make the
best use of your free time.

Commercially valuable Intellectual Property (IP) refers to any IP which will create
income for the University. It covers any discovery, invention, document, design or
research result and includes algorithms, software, chemical compounds, processes, and
data arising from experiments. The Technology Transfer Office manages intellectual
property which has commercial value. The University Library is responsible for policies
that are concerned with managing IP which has no commercial value, such as most
copyright on published works. Doctoral or other students can ask the Technology
Transfer Office to prevent a thesis from being published by the Library in order to
preserve commercial value.

A student owns all Intellectual Property (IP) they create, unless it is created as a result
of being an employee of the University. As they participate in University research
programmes and contribute to inventions, they are joint inventors of any resulting IP.
The University may ask a student to enter into an agreement under which the student
agrees to assign to the University any commercially valuable IP that they generate, so
that the University can commercialise the complete package of IP arising from the
research programme. In return, the University will treat the student as an employee so
that it can share any resulting revenue.

Patents are the formal legal method by which some inventions can be protected. In
some research areas it can take many millions of pounds of investment by a
commercial company to bring a new drug, or cure for a disease, to market. They can
only hope to recover this investment if the core invention is properly protected. The
Technology Transfer Office evaluates all inventions submitted to it and decides whether
or not patenting is a realistic option. If they decide not to proceed with a patent
application, then the inventors may request that ownership of the invention is assigned
to them.

If you are an international student planning to study on a degree course but don't meet
the initial English language requirements, you may benefit from our pre-sessional
English language courses. You will automatically be admitted to your degree course on
successful completion of your pre-sessional English language course without the need
to take any additional external language tests. Once you have submitted your
application you will receive a confirmation email from us, which will include your
personal ID number and details of how you can login to check the status of your English
language application.
The University Procurement team is a professionally qualified and experienced team
that works to ensure the University obtains value for money in all the goods and
services it purchases, in line with the University’s Financial Regulations. The
Procurement team works with colleagues and suppliers to increase value and reduce
risk across supply chains that serve the University. As a sign of the University’s
commitment to sustainability, Procurement has earned a number of prestigious awards
for ethical operations and is included in the Institute of Procurement’s ethical register.
Leading research and world-class teaching wouldn’t be possible without talented
University staff. Every person working at the University plays an important part in our
collective achievements, and the top priority for the Occupational Health team is to
keep staff healthy and well. We do this by organising health screenings for work
involving dangerous activities. Moreover, we carry out health surveillance, help staff
with existing health problems to manage those at work and give advice to managers
about gradual returns and workplace adjustments for staff who have been away from
work for health reasons.
The eight libraries and four study centres are open for all students to use. Most seats
can be used on a walk-in basis. This means that you will not need to book in advance. At
some of our venues there is the option to book a study desk. You may find this useful if
you want to guarantee a workspace in a particular library or study centre at a
designated time. You may find it helpful to use both options. You may book up to 20
hours per week subject to availability. Remember, if you are unable to book a study
seat you can still use libraries and study centres on a walk-in basis.
There are two nurseries located on the University campus that prioritise places for
children of University students and/or staff. The University Day Nursery gives priority to
students, while The Woodland House Nursery gives priority to University staff.
Currently, approximately 25% of parents who use the nursery are students and 75% are
staff. Since both nurseries have their own waiting list, parents who are interested in
both nurseries will need to apply to each one separately. Both nurseries offer the
opportunity to deduct the entire nursery fee from tax.

The
Improvement Committee encourages colleagues across the University to unblock
processes that may cause frustration or take longer than they really should. The
Improvement Committee’s role is to make it easier for you to do your job. If you have
come across an issue or can suggest an improvement, please fill in the form below and
share it with us.
The Occasional or Regular home-worker may work from home either on an occasional
ad hoc basis, or regularly for up to 60% of their working time. In order to maintain a
level of in-person interaction and sense of community, they will work at least 40% of
their working time onsite, unless exceptionally agreed differently. The 40% onsite may
be applied as days of the week, as a proportion of the weekly working hours or
balanced across a four-week period. The regular remote worker will have access to an
appropriate desk space on campus.
Staff working remotely will be expected to be logged in to University systems and to be
available during normal working hours on email and Microsoft Teams. They should
provide their coordinator and colleagues with their mobile number for emergencies.
Staff can divert telephone calls from a University number to their land line or mobile
phone. In‘addition, staff must make use of their Outlook calendars showing their
whereabouts and meetings on any given day and must give their coordinator and
immediate team colleagues access to that calendar.
The Central Teaching Spaces team manage and book the central teaching and meeting
rooms and other spaces at the University. These rooms are available to book for any
University member of staff for any University related event. You can view a full list of all
our rooms or you can find out more information, including pictures, on our room
catalogue. There are two types of activity that the Central Teaching Spaces team would
allocate rooms for - scheduled teaching activities such as lectures, seminars and
workshops, or one-time bookings such as meetings, conferences and guest lectures.

An extra layer of Information Technology.security has been introduced which requires
you to verify your identity when you log in to certain systems and services. The service
is provided by a company called Duo, and is currently available to all staff and
postgraduate research students. In addition to entering your University username and
password, you need to verify your identity through a device that you have with you.
The easiest and recommended way to authenticate is by using the Duo Mobile app on a

_|smartphone or tablet to receive a simple notification, or generate a passcode.

At public universities in England,
for example, tuition for undergraduate (Bachelor’s) programmes was fixed at 9,250
pounds per academic year. However, since 1 August 2021 these benefits have only
applied to national students. For everybody else, tuition fees are higher. In some cases,
they can be 2, 3 or even 4 times higher (30,000 — 40,000 pounds per year depending on
the university and degree type). Additionally, tuition can be significantly more
expensive at private universities.
Many of our courses require applicants to take an admissions test, and we use these
tests to help us choose between all the excellent candidates who apply to study at the
University. To make your application as competitive as possible, it's very important that
you register for and take any admissions tests that are required for your course. We
also strongly advise that you spend some time preparing for your test, since evidence
suggests that people who have researched and practised their test do better. You can
do this by using the online test resources available from our test page.
Most courses are assessed by examinations at the end of the first and last years. You
need to pass first year examinations to progress to the second year, and you must pass
your final year exams to obtain your degree. Final exams also determine the
classification of your degree. For some courses you may also be assessed on your
practical work, or you may be required to submit a dissertation. Exams may also be set
at the start of each term. These exams-are to check that you are pro’gressiné
satisfactorily through the course. They do not count towards your final degree.

The course fees paid by matriculated students are for the provision of tuition,
supervision, academic services and facilities by the University, but do not include
accommodation or other living costs. Home students taking their first undergraduate
degree will have access to a tuition fee loan from the UK government for the full
amount of their course fee and will not need to pay any fees directly. If you are not
classified as a 'Home' student, you will be classed as an 'Overseas’ student and you will
be charged a significantly higher level of course fee and will not be eligible for a tuition
fee loan.

If you are in financial difficulty, you should contact the University in the first instance.
The University understands the financial constraints students experience and can offer
advice on the support that you may be able to apply for, including any relevant funds.
Students in financial difficulty may be able to apply to a centrally-administered fund,
which assesses student eligibility. Support is given through grants and/or loans.
Students should ensure that they check the criteria and the deadlines in place when
considering applying for this support.

If you are applying for a course in a European university, most institutions will ask you
to supply an academic transcript. However, some institutions may ask you to provide a
diploma supplement. This document consists of the academic transcript, a statement
quantifying your course in terms of European Credit Transfer Scheme (ECTS) credits,
plus additional information describing the higher education system. Diploma
supplements will be sent directly to the institution you are applying to by a tracked and
signed-for courier service, at a cost of 15 pounds for European addresses.
